[bookmark: _Hlk130206146]I am the attorney of record for Mr. ESD, a native and citizen of Honduras.  Mr. SD is scheduled for a master calendar hearing before the Hyattsville immigration court on DATE at TIME. I write to request that your office join a motion to dismiss proceedings on behalf of Mr. SD. 
Facts and Procedural Background
ERSD was born on XXX , in San Pedro Sula, Honduras. E’s parents abandoned him shortly after he was born. E has not lived with either of his parents since he was a baby. His biological parents abandoned him right after his birth and his father’s sister took him in and cared for him. E’s biological father passed away in 2015, when he was twelve years old.  His mother has been entirely absent from his life. 
	
E arrived in the United States in June 2019. After his arrival, he remained in detention for a few weeks. On July 11, 2019, he was released into the custody of his cousin, M, as well as his uncle L.  He continues to live with his uncle, L, who was granted full legal and physical custody of E prior to his eighteenth birthday by the DC Superior Court. The DC superior court also made the requisite Special Immigrant Juvenile Status factual findings to allow E to file an I-360 special immigrant petition.  The I-360 Special Immigrant Juvenile petition filed by E has been approved, and he has been granted employment authorization and deferred action by USCIS.  E is currently awaiting availability of a visa number in order to adjust his status. 

E is currently working at a DC restaurant. He lives with his family, who are very supportive of him. Overall, he is doing well. E does have one arrest for a DUI in 2022.  He reached an agreement in 2023 to plead guilty to operating while impaired, a misdemeanor in the District of Columbia, punishable by up to 90 days in prison. This charge does not impact E’s eligibility for adjustment of status once there is a visa number available to him nor does it render him inadmissible to the U.S.

We respectfully request that you consider the circumstances of E’s case and favorably exercise prosecutorial discretion.  While E does have one misdemeanor arrest, dismissing E’s proceedings is consistent with the “victim centered” approach favored by the current administration. 

For these reasons, I respectfully request that your office join a motion to dismiss proceedings on behalf of E. Thank you for your consideration of this request.  Please feel free to contact me with any questions.
